Note 1: Students must take at least 6courses from the above list of elective courses in the

Ethics, Philosophy, and Economics Concentration. To fulfill the required number of elective

credits, students in the EPE concentration must take an additional 4 courses (16 credits)

from the elective courses offered in any ICIC concentration.

4) I-Design Electives 20 Credits

The purpose of the I|-Design electives is to promote multidisciplinary

learning. Students are encouraged to explore courses offered by diverse disciplines across

MUIC, Mahidol University, and partner institutions. The |-Design electives can be satisfied upon

the completion of the following course categories:

5) Free Electives 8 Credits

Students cantake any courses offered by MUIC /7 Mahidol University or any

major courses offered by the partnerinstitutions (with MOU) as free elective courses with the

approval from the advisor.
